KIDS TEACHING KIDS  
Our school leaders have been selected to present in two conferences during the second half of this year.  The 
first day is at Point Nepean.

This learning 
model fosters a deeper understanding of local community issues and offers   students the opportunity to de-
velop a wide range of lifelong learning skills including:

¨ External mentoring

heart and hand.  In other words, students are encouraged into thinking, feeling and developing practical ways 
to respond to the challenges facing our environment.”
