Hills festival OF THEATRE
RULES
1.  Monologues are not permitted: There has to be a minimum of two persons performing in the play.

2.   Only amateur productions will be considered. No professional actor, producer, club, group or organisation may compete in the Festival. (Professional is defined for this purpose as "earning a livelihood in live theatre or being registered as a company or business”)

3.   The entry fee is thirty dollars ($30) per entry and must be paid no later than two (2) weeks before the Festival, after which time it is non-refundable.

4.   The production must not be longer than forty (40) minutes duration, including any-time taken in changing scenes in the course of the production. No production shall take more than ten (10) minutes to set up and five (5) minutes to strike, including props and furniture. This time does not count towards the forty (40) minutes maximum production length.

5.   The script of the play or a synopsis of the play is to be provided to the Festival Co-ordinator at least three (3) weeks prior to the Festival.

6.   If the production is subject to copyright, it is the entrant's responsibility to obtain permission for its performance and pay any royalties in advance of the Festival to the appropriate agents. Proof of royalty payment may be requested.

7.   The Festival will be held at the Marloo Theatre, 20 Marloo Road, Greenmount.
8.   All entrants must use the stage as set up for the Festival as shown on the Stage Plan provided upon request (black tabs at each side, back tabs, middle tabs and stage curtain). Entrants must bring such furniture and scenery as required. Sets should be minimalist. 
9.   The Darlington Theatre Players Inc. Stage Manager shall be in overall charge backstage but entrants must provide their own Stage Manager.

10.   The Lighting Manager appointed by the Darlington Theatre Players Inc. will be in overall charge of Lighting and Sound but entrants may provide their own operators (approved by the Lighting Manager) for lights and must do so for Sound. 
11. A technical rehearsal will be held on the Sunday and Wednesday evening prior to the festival, in which your technicians can speak with and gain approval from the Lighting Manager, this is compulsory to attend one of these sessions. Lights will be provided in set positions. You must book a time with the Festival Coordinator.
12.   Programme details and cast and crew lists must be provided to the Festival Coordinator at least three weeks before the Festival.

13.   Entrants must provide written notification of any production that contains extreme language, adult scenes, etc that may offend as well as the use of strobe lighting or smoke machines.

14.   An adjudicator appointed by the Darlington Theatre Players Inc. adjudicates the productions. The adjudicator's decision will be final.
Additional Points to note:-
a.   Only Darlington Theatre Players Inc, who will be entitled to all ticket sales, may sell tickets to the public.

b.    No alcohol shall be brought into the Marloo Theatre and the No Smoking rule applies.

c.   Due to copyright laws, no recording of any production by any means will be permitted.

· By August 24th. Send script, cast and crew list to Festival Coordinator. Contact details on entry form
· By September 1st. Book Tech Rehearsal. Pay fee thirty dollars ($30).

· Week prior: Attend either Sunday (September 10th) or Wednesday (September 13th) Tech rehearsal
